Conclusion
At this time, ginkgo biloba
cannot be said to reliably
prevent against
Alzheimer's  disease
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Further Evidence
When considering all-cause dementia
by one of the largest-scale clinical
trials, there was no statistical
difference in rate of total dementia
between placebo and Ginkgo Biloba.
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
